Te presentamos la experiencia mas completa y memorable de Tierra del Fuego: un dia de aventura épica en la que remaremos en
canoas por las aguas del Canal Beagle antes de desembarcar en la remota Isla Gable para una caminata por su naturaleza pristina.
Disfrutaremos de un almuerzo en un refugio exclusivo con vistas espectaculares, y culminaremos el dia con un avistamiento de
pinguinos de Magallanes en la Isla Martillo.

DESCARGAR IMAGENES

Esta auténtica expedicion de dia completo comienza en Ushuaia, desde donde nos dirigiremos hacia el este por la Ruta Nacional No. 3
para conectar con la serpenteante ruta "J", que nos llevara hasta la costa del Canal Beagle.

Una vez en la costa del canal, nos equiparemos con botas de goma, cubre-pantalones y chalecos salvavidas para iniciar una travesia en
canoas inflables hacia la mitica Isla Gable. Remaremos por las mismas aguas que navegaron los antiguos pueblos originarios
Yamanas durante miles de afios, hasta alcanzar nuestro refugio.

Cuando desembarquemos en Isla Gable, descubriremos un rustico pero confortable refugio con una vista panoramica inigualable al
Canal Beagle y las montafias. Alli disfrutaremos de un merecido almuerzo caliente con un buen vino patagodnico, refrescos y agua
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mineral, en un entorno natural verdaderamente privilegiado.

Después del almuerzo, iniciaremos una caminata para explorar esta isla deshabitada. Aqui, la sensacion de estar en el Fin del Mundo
se vuelve palpable. Durante el recorrido, encontraremos vestigios de la civilizacién Yamana y de los primeros colonos, testigos
silenciosos de la historia. Una vez finalizada la caminata, abordaremos un bote a motor. Desde la embarcacion, realizaremos una visita a
la Isla Martillo para avistar la colonia de pingliinos en su habitat natural. Finalmente, regresaremos a tierra firme, donde un vehiculo nos
estara esperando para emprender el viaje de regreso a Ushuaia.

e 08:00/08:30 - Comenzaremos con el pick up por los hoteles en Ushuaia, iniciando nuestro recorrido hacia la aventura.

e 10:15 - Llegada a la majestuosa costa del Canal Beagle. Recibiremos una charla técnica de seguridad y nos prepararemos para
embarcar en las canoas.

e 12:15 - Culminacion de nuestra remada. Arribo y desembarco en la remota Isla Gable.

e 12:30 - Disfrutaremos de un merecido almuerzo en nuestro rustico refugio con vistas inmejorables.

e 14:00 - Inicio de la exploracion a pie por la Isla Gable, descubriendo su historia y naturaleza virgen.

e 16:30 - Embarque para la navegacion hacia la Isla Martillo y su famosa pinguinera.

e 16:45 - Avistaje de pingiinos desde la embarcacién en su habitat natural, una experiencia inolvidable.

e 17:15 - Finalizacién del avistaje. Continuaremos navegando de regreso a tierra firme, donde nuestro vehiculo nos esperara.

e 19:00 - Arribo estimado a Ushuaia, concluyendo nuestra expedicion.

Caminata:

@ Recomendaciones

El clima en Tierra del Fuego es conocido por su variabilidad. No son raras las jornadas con sol, lluvia y viento en un mismo dia. Las
temperaturas promedio en verano oscilan alrededor de los 10°C (pudiendo variar entre 5°C y 15°C), mientras que en invierno suelen
rondar los 0°C. Estar preparado es clave para disfrutar plenamente de la experiencia.

Indumentaria esencial: El método "cebolla"

Para garantizar el confort en las actividades al aire libre, la vestimenta en capas es crucial. El sistema "capas de cebolla" permite adaptar
la ropa a las condiciones cambiantes del clima y al nivel de actividad fisica.

e Capas: Vestirse con varias capas no muy gruesas, que puedan ponerse y quitarse con facilidad para regular la temperatura corporal
frente al viento o el sol.

e Calzado: Es la pieza mas importante. Recomendamos calzado impermeable o que ofrezca proteccion robusta, ideal para transitar por
terrenos humedos, embarrados o nevados.

e Campera: Indispensable una campera impermeable o resistente al agua protegera eficazmente de la lluvia y el viento.
Indumentaria recomendada:

e Interiores térmicos (camiseta - calzas para los que sienten particularmente el frio)
e Botas de trekking impermeables para caminar en terreno montafioso.

e Campera/Buzo de polar o micropolar

e Campera de lluvia / cortaviento. Ideal: Gore-tex o softshell.

e Gorro y buff abrigados. Guantes.

e Traer tu propia botella nos ayuda a no utilizar plasticos descartables: nosotros tendremos agua para rellenarla!



Gable Island & Penguin Colony with Canoes

SUMMER : October to April

“A true expedition to the confines of Tierra del Fuego: paddle in the
Beagle Channel, walk on the remote Isla Gable, and visit the penguin
colony on Isla Martillo.”

A complete and memorable Tierra del Fuego experience: an epic day of adventure where we'll paddle canoes on the waters of the Beagle
Channel before disembarking on the remote Isla Gable for a walk through its pristine nature. We'll enjoy lunch in an exclusive shelter
with spectacular views and end the day with a sighting of Magellanic penguins on Isla Martillo.

This authentic, full-day expedition begins in Ushuaia, from where we will head east along National Route 3, connecting with the winding
Route "J", which will take us to the coast of the Beagle Channel.

Once on the shore, we'll get equipped with rubber boots, over-trousers, and life vests to start our journey in inflatable canoes towards
the mythical Gable island. We'll paddle through the same waters that the ancient Yamana indigenous people navigated for thousands
of years until we reach our private shelter.

When we disembark on Gable island, we will discover a rustic but comfortable shelter with an unparalleled panoramic view of the
Beagle Channel and the surrounding mountains. There, we'll enjoy a well-deserved hot lunch with Patagonian wine, soft drinks, and
mineral water, in a truly privileged natural setting.

After lunch, we will start a walk to explore this uninhabited island. Here, the feeling of being at the End of the World becomes palpable.
During the tour, we will find traces left behind by the Yamana civilization and the first settlers, silent witnesses to the island's history.

Once the walk is over, we will board a motorboat. From the boat, we will visit Martillo island to spot the penguin colony in their natural
habitat. Finally, we will return to the mainland, where a vehicle will be waiting to start the journey back to Ushuaia.
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Y1 Iltinerary

e 08:00/08:30 am: We will start with a pick-up from hotels in Ushuaia, beginning our journey towards adventure.

e 10:15 am: We arrive at the majestic Beagle Channel coast. We'll receive a technical safety briefing and get ready to board the canoes.
e 12:15 pm: We finish our paddle. Arrival and disembarkation on the remote Isla Gable.

e 12:30 pm: We'll enjoy a well-deserved lunch in our rustic shelter with unbeatable views.

e 02:00 pm: We start our walk to explore Gable island, discovering its history and pristine nature.

e 04:30 pm: We board the boat for our journey towards Martillo island and its famous penguin colony.

e 04:45 pm: Sighting of penguins from the boat in their natural habitat—a truly unforgettable experience.

e 05:15 pm: The penguin sighting ends. We will continue navigating back to the mainland, where our vehicle will be waiting.

e 07:00 pm: Estimated arrival in Ushuaia, concluding our expedition.

Walking:

@ Recommendations

The climate in Tierra del Fuego is known for its variability. It's not uncommon to experience sun, rain, and wind on the same day. Average
temperatures in summer hover around 10°C (with variations between 5°C and 15°C), while in winter they are usually around 0°C. Being
prepared is key to fully enjoying the experience.

Essential Clothing: The "Onion" Method

To ensure comfort during outdoor activities, dressing in layers is crucial. The "onion" system allows you to adapt your clothes to changing
weather conditions and your level of physical activity.

e Layers: Wear several thin layers that you can easily put on or take off to regulate your body temperature in response to wind or sun.

e Footwear: This is the most important item. We recommend waterproof footwear that offers robust protection, ideal for walking on wet,
muddy, or snowy terrain.

e Jacket: Essential a waterproof or water-resistant jacket will effectively protect you from rain and wind.

During the canoeing activity, we will provide you with the necessary equipment. You can bring cameras and cell phones during the paddle.
However, for comfort and the safety of your devices, we suggest opting for compact cameras or cell phones that can be easily stored in
case of rain. The use of large photographic equipment is not recommended.

Recommended Clothing

e Thermal undergarments (shirt and leggings for those who are particularly sensitive to the cold).
e Comfortable long pants for trekking.

o Waterproof trekking boots for walking on mountain terrain.

¢ A fleece or microfleece jacket/sweatshirt.

¢ A rain/windproof jacket. Ideal: Gore-Tex or softshell.

e Warm hat and neck warmer (buff). Gloves.

e An extra pair of socks.

e Sunglasses and sunscreen.

e Bringing your own bottle helps us avoid using disposable plastics: we will have water to refill it!
